We invite young people (aged 14 years old and under) to submit their short films to compete for
the Young Filmmakers Award and a cash prize of £250.

Shortlisted filmmakers will see their films on the big screen during this year's Berwick Film & Media
Arts Festival and be in with a chance of winning the prestigious award and £250 towards their next
filmmaking project.
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Award Regulations

- Films must be 20 minutes and under

- Films must have been made in 2015 or 2016

- Films must be made within the North East, Scottish Borders and South East Scotland (this
includes: Northumberland, Tyne & Wear, Teesside, Co. Durham, Berwickshire, Roxburghshire,
Selkirkshire, Peeblesshire, Edinburgh, East Lothian, Midlothian, West Lothian, Lanarkshire)

- Young people (aged 19 years and under) must have inputted into all elements of the film’s
production

- Films must be suitable for all ages as The Young Filmmakers showcase will be open to everyone.

- We accept submissions from schools, youth groups, organisations and individuals

- We accept films on DVD or video preview URL
